The teachers then read carefully those
files and, in their own time, discuss among
themselves to rank the students from the
top to the bottom. The very top students are
awarded the title “Outstanding Smart Stu-
dent” while the rest who qualify are awarded
the title “Smart Student”. In EP, each class
only has 2 OQutstanding Smart Students
and 6 Smart Students, but that just makes
it more competitive. Finally, during the final
months of the school semester, the students
who rightfully got the title receive a certifi-
cate and a special badge. Smart Students
get a silver pin and Outstanding Smart Stu-
dents get a golden one. The certificate and
the badges are given in a ceremony held at
the assembly hall on the fourth floor of the
cafeteria.

With all these considered, every student
who gets this award truly deserves it.

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You think travelling inside your
own country is hard? Imagine going to
a country that you have no knowledge
what so ever about their language, in
addition to that the people there can’t
speak English. I'm going to share with
you my experience to South Korea.

In my point of view, travelling in South
Korea was very easy. (Easier than Thai-
land in my opinion) but you really need to
know the stations you need to go to. In
Korea, people tend to use public trans-
portation because it's quite cheap (about
1250 Won per trip in comparison around
40 baht) and it's one of the fastest ways to
get around. When you enter or exit a train,
you have to be quick because people
here walk really quickly. If you are slow,
you will trip over. Another important thing
in Korea is that there are specific seats
for specific people, such as seats for the
elderly or seats for pregnant women, etc.
When there are no old or pregnant people
around, you still need to leave these seats
free.

The overall weather here is nice

(around -3 to 3 which is nice for me) | really
don't like hot weather, but in some occa-
sions, when the temperature drops to -9, |
start to hate it. Being able to read Korean
helps. | learned just on the trip that k2
(Hangeul) or Korean alphabet has around
40 characters so you will be able to read it if
you learn Hangeul but you won'’t understand
some words. On the other hand, there are
loads of borrowed words so it should help.
One thing that helped me to survive the cold
is hand warmers. It is a sack of hot ice (so-
dium acetate), so putting it on your face will
warm your face up.

The food here is very nice. | really liked
the live octopus, and yes, it was moving.
It actually tasted really surprisingly good.
Also, | recommend you eat at local places,
not restaurants because they tend to have
cheaper fresher food. However, most of the
shops can only speak Chinese or Korean
which might be a problem. Also, you should
travel to places that are not a major attrac-
tion during the day and travel to those major
places at night because those places are
very crowded during the day.
